3. West Coast Recess

4. Digital Consent Forms – to be completed in September

5. English Language Assessments 
As part of the District’s commitment to supporting multilingual learners, students new to the Burnaby 

School District may qualify for additional services to support their English language development.  To 

determine eligibility, when students first start school, our ELL teachers conduct a short English 

language assessment for those who are new to Canada, speak a language other than English at home, 

or have not attended an English speaking school before. This is a standard part of our process to 

determine whether students would benefit from additional English language support as part of their 

learning program. If the assessment indicates that your child qualifies for English Language Learning 

(ELL) support, the ELL teacher will send home a note with your child’s ELL level and information about 

the ELL program. If you have any questions about this process, please contact Ms. Jaffer, the ELL 

teacher at Shaziya.jaffer@burnabyschools.ca.  
 

6. School Cash Online – please register in September
